O SIEF (Societé International d’Ethnologie et Folklore) é uma organizagdo internacional
fundada em 1964 que promove a colaboragdo entre investigadores a trabalhar em torno de
temas como a Etnologia Europeia, Estudos sobre Folclore, Antropologia Cultural e outros
temas afins. O SIEF é o responsavel pela organizacdo de um grande congresso internacional (a
cada 2/5 anos), bem como pela promoc¢do de workshops regulares de menor dimensdo. O
ultimo congresso internacional do SIEF decorreu em Londonderry (June 2008) com o tema
"Transcending 'European Heritages"'.

O Centro em Rede de Investigacdo em Antropologia (CRIA) acolhe em 2011 a organizacdo local
do 102 Congresso Internacional do SIEF, com o tema “People Make Places: Ways of Feeling
the World”. A organizacdo local do congresso conta ainda com o apoio de uma empresa
especialista nesta matéria, a NomadIT.

O Congresso tera lugar entre os dias 17 e 21 de Abril nas instalagées da Faculdade de Ciéncias
Sociais e Humanas da Universidade Nova de Lisboa, Av. de Berna 26C. As 3 sessdes plenarias,
com palestras de convidados internacionais de renome no campo da Etnologia, Antropologia e
Ciéncias Sociais em geral, serdo realizadas na Reitoria da Universidade Nova de Lisboa, e
outras 2 sessoes terdo lugar na Fundacao Calouste Gulbenkian.
